Violence 
and desire shatter the smooth surface of 
the everyday in this exceptional collec-
tion of blackly comic short stories.

A game between a woman’s father and 
husband simmers and boils into scalding 
danger; a daughter creates an elabora-
te feast for her grieving mother; a solar 
eclipse burns emotions and deciet out 
into the open; a girl flees across a desert 
in the pitch-black night. In these stories 
of suffocating atmosphere, the bland res-
traint of ordinary life careers into violen-
ce and darkness; they are hand grenades 
thrown at mundanity and the status quo.

Foregrounding the voices and expe-
riences of women and children and vee-
ring from claustrophobic suburbia to 
untamed nature and its great vistas of 
desert and sky, hungry for what focuses 
on the terror of normality, prising back its 
veneer of respectability to reveal the hos-
tility and menace seething beneath.

Told through the eyes of a girl who clings 
to self-deception as her only lifeline, Cria-
turita fearlessly moves between rural 
thriller, family drama, coming-of-age no-
vel, and the fantastic.

Kaila lives with her mother in Aguas Cla-
ras, one of the picturesque towns that 
surround Lake Milagro. Since the death of 
her father—a biologist obsessed with the 
creature that local legend claims lurks be-
neath the water—Kaila has been trapped in 
a grief with no way out. She doesn’t sleep, 
she doesn’t eat, and she wakes drenched 
in the lake’s freshwater. When several wo-
men go missing, Kaila joins the search, 
determined to prove her father was right. 
Whatever lies beneath the surface, she’s 
certain it’s behind the disappearances.

(very much like Fred Astair dancing), Puntí weaves a story 
that, whether real or not, takes us on a musical roller-coas-
ter with all the highs and lows of the turbulent and fanciful 
20th century.

Nine years ago, I found myself pondering upon Xavier 
Cugat. Just as everybody else, I knew he was an orchestra 
conductor, he had made movies in Hollywood and married 
multiple young gorgeous wives. He was a man that above 
all wanted to be happy (and famous) at all costs, and I rea-
lized that whenever he thought his life was not attractive 
enough, he changed it. This craftiness of him at creating a 

tailor-made persona was perfect for me to talk about some-
thing that has always peaked my interest: the weight that 
fiction carries in our lives. As the gossip columnist, our na-
rrator, claims: “Optimists see the glass half full, pessimists 
see it half empty”. The rest of us are contempt in the grey 
zone, and when life is disappointing, we tell ourselves sto-
ries. Self-deception can be so inspiring. Maybe there was a 
book in there?

Their relationship, half business, half friendship, is a 
cocktail of fact and fantasy in equal measure. Fiction fuels 
this their dream of life as a never-ending party. And who 
wants to leave too soon?

The memories of the Solsona siblings smell like choco-
late because they were born very close to the Cola-Cao 
factory. Like all children of the fifties, they endure the 
downpour of Francoism at school while at home they share 
the radio, comic books, and Juegos Reunidos. The telepho-
ne, the shower, the electric refrigerator, the television, and 
the Seat 600 arrive, with the four children crammed in the 
backseat.

Gràcia is a working-class neighborhood of Barcelona, 
where homes are shared spaces and courtyards serve 
as communication hubs. Street sweepers, lamplighters, 
ticket collectors, lifelong shops, packed trams, and se-
cond-run cinemas fill the landscape. The baby boom ge-
neration sings and protests as their parents start traveling 
alone and discovering tourism.

Parents, grandparents, uncles, and aunts—memory tugs 
at the threads of internal migration converging in Barcelo-
na. One grandfather is an organ maker, the other an ardent 
Carlist; one grandmother is a weaver, while the other rai-
ses rabbits and teaches parakeets to say periquito. And the 
aunts bring a dog to mass so well-behaved that it even lifts 
a paw to offer the sign of peace.

There is no need for a feminist manifesto to justify this 
work. The facts speak for themselves: a generation of women 
writers who embraced the freedoms of the Republic, only to 
suffer the merciless revenge of a dictatorship that split the 
country in two—before, a time of great hopes; after, a time of 
loss and silence. Women who had gained access, as never be-
fore, to professional and creative life suddenly found themsel-
ves muted. Both established authors and those who had not 
yet managed to publish in the 1930s fell victim to severe discri-
mination. Under Francoism, being a woman was enough 
to strip them of autonomy and confine 
them to the home.

How many women writers born be-
tween the late nineteenth century 
and 1925 are remembered today? Mer-
cè Rodoreda, Aurora Bertrana, Maria Aurèlia Capmany, 
Teresa Pàmies… perhaps also Teresa Vernet, Anna Murià, Rosa 
Maria Arquimbau, and a few more. This book brings together 
as many as thirty, each represented by at least one novel, and 
sheds light as well on other remarkable women of the same 
era. If their biographies are often striking, they become all the 
more poignant in their final years, when the curtain falls: brief 
death notices, perfunctory obituaries, silence. From the chill 
of silence to the cold of oblivion.

In times when most of our everyday actions are recorded, we 
are more than ever attracted to those people whose lives are full 
of informational gaps, dubious data, contradictory hypotheses, 
enigmatic denizens of worlds where it was still possible to mislead 
biographers.

Do contemporary societies exist without 
a past? History’s legacy has already been 
lost. The narrower our memory, the more our 
sense of history is reduced to the ephemeral 
present, and we cease to benefit from a 
clear understanding of the events and social 
bonds the came before us. This rupture with 
our past only heightens our vulnerability to 
the threat of populism in its many forms.

Social struggles as manifested on the 
street, in groups, with faces uncovered, 
are not the only way to defend or 
promote alternative realities. There is 
no collective political action without 
authentic individual combat.

 In this research essay, Joana Masó and Eric Fassin vindicate the lega-
cy of the German artist and poet Elsa von Freytag-Loringhoven (1874-
1927) whose figure was forgotten by avant-garde historians and was not 
recognised within the essentially male movement that was Dada. 

It could be said that Baroness von Freytag-Loringhoven gave body to 
the New York avant-garde of the early 20th century: she created pieces 
with found objects; she was a model far from the figure of a muse and a 
performer in actions denouncing the artistic postulates of her contem-
poraries. 

She carried on her shoulders a moment of the avant-garde that did 
not make history and in which Marcel Duchamp also participated in a 
fleeting way: both challenged the fascination with authorship and the 
art market.

(Barcelona, 1978) is a literary 
critic whose work focuses 
on the crossover between 
literature, thinking, and 
contemporary art. 

She is a senior lecturer 
at Barcelona University,

His work explo-
res a largely hidden history of 
subcultures, counterculture, 
and the ways violence shapes 
dominant culture.

The Cannibal Faction explores art’s fascination with crime. Figures like 
Lord George Gordon or Walter Benjamin, Robespierre or Malcolm McLaren, 
Saint-Just or Guy Debord, the nocturnal sessions of the clandestine Clubs 
of the Infernal Fire, and the crimes of Jack the Ripper, act as historical pas-
sageways, tunnels for bandits and outlaws, spaces for smuggling.

La facción caníbal is an extensive and detailed mapping of art, terror, and 
political radicalism. Its structure and narrative place it firmly in the realm of 
cultural artifacts: an essay told as if it were a living story, with constant shifts 
in setting, era, and protagonists, where rock ’n’ roll singers seem to converse 
with the great masters of crime—or vice versa.

Set in the turbulent years before the French Revolution, La facción caníbal 
plunges readers into the chaos of the Gordon Riots: William Blake, swept up 
in a mob bent on burning London, experiences a dark euphoria as his visions 
seem to come alive. Edmund Burke, terrified and forced to draw his sword, 
witnesses the birth of modern terror, traced through his theory of the “su-
blime.” The city burns, with the spirit of rebellion scored by the voice of Joe 
Strummer. Thomas De Quincey exposes secret societies of “artists of crime”—
from the Society for the Promotion of Murder to the Encouragement of Vice—
blurring the line between art, anarchy, and violence.

From there, avant-garde movements—Dadaists, Surrealists, Situatio-
nists—march alongside Jacobin revolutionaries, punks, serial killers, secret 
societies, and apocalyptic cults. Following the poet Yeats, the book narrates 
each of these “terrible beauties,” while also asking the reader whether the 9/11 
attacks in New York might have been, in a dark sense, a spectacular audiovi-
sual performance—a total work of art.

El ejército negro opens with a striking and original image: cowboys and 
outlaws like Nat Love and Isom Dart sharing a campfire with members of 
Black biker gangs. The book reveals their history and the emergence of a 
uniquely American myth: the biker as the ultimate rebel.

The author traveled to Oakland, California, to meet the East Bay Dra-
gons—the most legendary and longest-running Black motorcycle club of all 
time. This Thunder Tribe of outlaw bikers rides spectacular Harley-David-
sons and has a fascinating past: they lived through the Beatnik era and the 
hippie movement in San Francisco, embraced Black Power, and allied with 
the Black Panthers, who dreamed of turning them into a motorized guard. 

Servando Rocha gained access to their world, traditionally secretive and 
even dangerous, danced with the dragon, and now brings it to us in a brea-
thtaking work.

With a medical report trembling in her hands, a woman 
decides to set out alone, in winter, to walk from one side 
to the other of the Albera Massif. 

Following the fugitive trail of the medieval trobairitz

Little is known of his time 
in New Orleans so this book aims to fill the the “hole marked by the 
full stop” in Juárez’s autobiography. Accompanied by a small group 
of political exiles, in 1853 Juárez disembarks in a fascinating yet 
stinking city that, located on the banks of a swamp, absorbs them 
like a sponge. New Orleans is a beehive of heterogeneous identi-
ties where imprisoned women are sold on the streets and where 
capitalism shows its most grotesque primitive drive.

Juárez and his companions surrender to the mud, to the jasmi-
ne flowers, to the music, to the strangeness of the language and to 
the unbearable summer, but, above all, they come face to face with 
the stark and neverending reality of the trade in human beings.

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Asmodeus —a millennia-old demon whose powers are waning— abandons the body 
of the forty-something rocker he has been inhabiting for decades to search for a youn-
ger vessel. 

This leads him on a journey from one host to another, during which the reader is 
immersed in the motley emotional landscape of Santo Domingo, Dominican Republic 
in 1992: from the local heavy metal scene to the home of one of the Balaguer dictator-
ship’s former torturers.

In beautiful prose impregnated with the vividness of 
popular speech and a singular cadence of thought, 
part-novel, partintuitive essay, this is an ambitious 
investigation against naïve naturalism and cloying 
nostalgia. Against the myth of an Eden of the past, 
but also against forgetting. A sort of modern Virgi-
lian Georgic shot through with contingencies that 
places nature and history in the scale and views both 
with suspicion.

The narrator of Los montes antiguos returns to his fa-
mily home in Soria, after his father’s death. There he 
must take charge of lands that have little to do with 
the idealization of the past, lands where the trees 
must be cared for, the underbrush cleared, and pre-
parations made to resist fires. In successive stays in 
this vaguely defined territory between the countrysi-
de and a small city in the provinces, he will decipher 
a “rhythm that doesn’t keep time with itself,” that of a 
nature that is “far from the war of arguments.” But it 
will also reveal a hushed and insidious awareness of 
history: the history of those forgotten men and wo-
men (country people and strangers, fugitives, men 
of their word, workers of the land, fibbing girls, visio-
naries of the past, dreamers of revolution,) in a place 
where there was a republic and then a civil war, and 
migrations for the sake of living... Life, in other words, 
in all its most tenuous and revealing aspects.

Literary Fiction

(Soria, 1961) is an exceptional 
poet and essayist whose facet 
as an art and culture critic has 
made him a rara avis in the 
Spanish literary scene. He is 
author of the following books of 
poetry: Con los vencejos 
(Pre-textos, 2004), El perro de 
las huertas (Pre-textos, 2013) 
and Los verdaderos domingos 
de la vida (Pre- textos, 2017). 

Among his writings on art and

Enrique Andrés Ruiz has written a beautifully written no-
vel, a masterful example of how life is captured in litera-
ture: a choral weave of small, intimate and revealing plots.

The young ladies are Charo, procacious and with her hair in 
a boyish style. And Mila, who deals with her husband’s violen-
ce. They are Dedi’s sisters: the authoritarian Mercedes and 
the gassy Emi. The señorita is, above all, Dedi, who, with a 
lucidity and a kindness that the others mistake for insignifi-
cance, is the one most willing to subvert this unalterable and 
inbred world. We witness the key moments of her existence: 
a life as ordinary and unique as any other.

If a journey is also a form of reading, Provence can be visi-
ted and explored like a privileged text in which it is possi-
ble to read the origins and evolution of the notion of lands-
cape in art. Nature and culture are indivisible in this space 
that has called out to poets and painters at least since the 
days when Plutarch climbed Mont Ventoux in 1336 to write 
his Canzoniere. 

In the first, “Provence Journal,” the author assembles 
a luminous and masterly mosaic showing not only his own 
personal itinerary––his own quest––but also the tracks of 
artists and poets as brilliant and diverse as  etrarch, Mallar-
mé, Cézanne, Van Gogh, René Char, Albert Camus, Picasso, 
and Francis Ponge… The result is a very personal travel jour-
nal that also constitutes an illuminating essay on the art of 
landscape. The second text, “June in the Home of Dr. Char,” is 
a poetic diary that employs the frame of Provence to examine 
in an intimate way the always conflict-ridden relationship be-
tween celebration and creativity, nature and poetry.

(Ibiza, 1963) is one of the leading 
poets of his generation, the 
author of six books of poems, 
including Teoría solar (Visor, 
1992 – LoewePoetry Award) and

As a prose writer he has 
published the biographical 
essay Experiencia y pobreza 
(Península, 2001 – Periférica, 
2017), and books that blend 
the poetics of travel, personal 
memory and artistic 
reflection. Valero was also the 
editor of Walter Benjamin’s 
correspondence in Ibiza, 
Cartas de la época de Ibiza 
(Pre-Textos,2008).

In 2014, Valero published 
his first novel, Los Extraños, 
followed by El arte de la fuga 
(2015), Las transiciones (2016), 
the narrative non-fiction 
Duelo de alfiles (2018), 
Enfermos antiguos (2020), and 
hist latest work, Breviario 
provenzal (2021), all published 
in Periférica.

Two decisive years in the life of Walter Benjamin, 1932 and 
1933, were particularly bound up with the island of Ibiza. 
At that time, the writer’s life and literary career were pro-
foundly affected by a personal crisis. This book seeks prin-
cipally to delve into the reasons that took him to Ibiza and 
offer an account of his dayson the island.

Financial hardship and poor professional prospects were 
soon joined by a crisis of another sort, the one in his home 
country, with the rise of Nazism to power. Like many others, 
Benjamin found himself with no choice but to leave Germany, 
in his case never to return. Although his time in Ibiza saw Ben-
jamin pen some of his most insightful writings, jotting down 
observations and situations that would later take centre sta-
ge in his work, this episode is generally given short shrift.
